Beginning with the 2011-2012 school year, outstanding graduating
seniors shall be recognized by Kamehameha Scholars with either the
Charles Reed Bishop Award (for kane) or the Bernice Pauahi Bishop
Award (for wahine).

Award recipients will be those scholars selected by the staff of
Kamehameha Scholars who embody the spirit and character of
Charles Reed Bishop and Bernice Pauahi Bishop, and who have
demonstrated qualities that will guide them in their future success as
good and industrious Hawaiian men and women. Up to two scholars
(one kane and one wahine) will be selected per region each year.

Candidates for these awards are required to meet the following
criteria:

They will have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.8 as of the
first semester of their senior year in high school.

They will have received the K& Ha’aheo Award from
Kamehameha Schools at least two times during the previous
three years (grades 9 through 11).

They will have a minimum of 100 documented community
service hours during their tenure with Kamehameha
Scholars to date.

They will have demonstrated leadership skills in
Kamehameha Scholars, in their school, or in their
community.

They will have been accepted to an accredited 2— or 4-year
college or university for the following school year.

They will NOT be in RED status during their senior year of
high school.
